This letter is to inform you of the Celtic philosophy and expectations that the coaches/teachers have for all players.

TEAM RULES

1.  CONDUCT

The over-riding principle under which we operate:


Conduct yourself in such a manner that will bring credit and honor to yourself, your teammates, your team and St. Joseph Catholic High School. Never engage in any activity that might be construe as inappropriate for a Celtic football team member.

2. PLAYER GUIDELINES

Practice:

The purpose of practice:

· To prepare the team for every situation which will occur in competition.

· To form a group of individuals into a team

· To provide experiences where the individual can learn and discover their maximum human potential.

Players must attend all practices unless specifically given permission to not attend by the coach.  Phone a coach at the school 532-7779 and leave a voice mail message.

Players must report all injuries or sickness to the coaching staff.  

3. COMPETITION

During the game, players who are on the bench must be ready to sub at all times.  Each player must be aware of the situation when he enters the game.

Any act that is unsportsmanlike-like will be immediately dealt with by the coaches.

4. TRAVEL

· ASAA requires all teams to not play on Sundays – in the event that the team misses mass, the team will locate and attend mass in the location of the game.

· The coaching staff will assign roommates.

· Curfew will be assigned by the coaches – breaking curfew will result in harsh consequences.

· When the team is in an airport, hotel, playing or practice sites, players must keep the coaching staff informed as to their whereabouts at all times.

· Players who damage hotel rooms – or any property – will be responsible for all costs and dealt with severely.

· There will be absolutely no drinking of alcoholic beverages or taking of non-prescribed drugs during a school trip.  This could result in automatic expulsion from the team and the students will be referred to the school administration for suspension.  Depending on the situation the team may withdrawal from the tournament and immediately come back home.

· While traveling students will act in a way that brings honor to the Celtic name, having to be told to be quiet by hotel staff does not bring honor.  If it happens frequently you will be asked to leave the team.

· All players will always travel to and from a competition with the team.  We will always travel as a group.

· There will be no smoking while on a football team – you will not be on the team.

· All members of the team must accompany all meals.  If friends and relatives are present – they may join us.

5. GENERAL

· There will be a short team meeting after every game.

· The team will always be put first.

6. SCHOOL RESPONSIBILITIES

· Witt the amount of competition and practice, athletes are expected to keep up with all class work.  Regular checks will be made with each player’s teachers.  If a player is not keeping up with schoolwork, he will be required to catch up before allowed to participate in games or practices.

· When missing school because of trips, all players are responsible to find out – ahead of time – what work they will be missing and will have it completed on the appropriate due dates.  Students missing scheduled tests have the option of writing it on the road.

· If homework, attendance or attitudes become a problem, the athlete may not be allowed to travel or practice until he is caught up or the situation that he put himself in is improved/resolved.

Please sign this form stating that you have read the above expectations and that you allow your son to play on the team, based on these expectations.  By signing this letter you are also giving permission for your son to partake in activities off campus and road trip tournaments.
